Proving my theory about Combats having the most pop - known as the JUICED bat.   NCAA - College Baseball Only, has put a ban on all composite bats.  They have been doing testing and research on how the BBS (Ball batted speed) of a baseball is much greater from a composite bat than an aluminum bat.  As the composite bat gets older and worn in, it causes more of a trampoline effect.  NCAA's research found that, through normal usage, composite-barreled bats fall out of compliance with the NCAA's "exit speed" regulations. To be more specific: Hitting with a composite bat causes the graphite to stretch and the barrel to flatten. This causes a "trampoline effect," which can cause balls to leave the bat 10 to 15 mph faster than what is allowed.   College players who over use their bats or tamper with them (Rolling them) have shown these crazy results.

While aluminum bats perform best the day they are purchased, composite bats perform better the longer they are used and become more broken in.   The result is an improved trampoline effect on the bat -- the ball comes off the bat as much as 20 mph faster, and that means better offensive numbers. During 2007-2009, offensive statistics averaged from the entire NCAA went up in multiple categories. Batting average improved from .291 to .302. The average runs scored in a game went from 6.1 to 6.88. Earned run averages ballooned from 5.12 to 5.85. RC: 3462
Coaches say that the ball has a different look coming off the bat and that the hit makes a much different sound than the normal "ping" of aluminum.

Composite Bats looks like an aluminum bat on the outside but they are made of graphite woven together in a precise pattern on the inside.  The Combat , which has the thinnest wall for a composite - makes it the bat with the most trampoline effect.  The bat with the most trampoline is consider the hottest bat with the most pop, which proves my theory!

They are only banning composite bats for NCAA and there is no talk about banning them for any other levels.
